Celebration of Anti-Ragging Week
August 12 — 18, 2025

Introduction:

In compliance with UGC guidelines and directives aimed at fostering a safe and inclusive
campus environment, Jawahar Lal Nehru Government College, Haripur observed Anti-
Ragging Week from August 12 to 18, 2025. The week-long campaign was aimed at raising
awareness among students about the detrimental effects of ragging and promoting a culture of

respect, empathy, and harmony within the institution.

Objectives:

e To sensitize students about the serious consequences of ragging.
e To promote healthy interaction among students and create a fear-free academic
environment.

e To encourage students to stand against ragging through awareness and participation.

Activities Organized:
1. Inaugural Ceremony and Speech (August 12, 2025):

The Anti-Ragging Week was formally inaugurated by the Prof. Naresh kamal (Vice
Principal) and Prof Dinesh Singh (Convener Discipline and Anti Ragging committee) of
JLNGC Haripur, who addressed the students and faculty on the significance of the
campaign. In his address, the Convener emphasized the importance of a ragging-free
educational environment and highlighted the legal and disciplinary actions associated with
ragging. Faculty members and anti-ragging committee members were also present to mark

the beginning of the week-long activities.

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4. Prize Distribution Ceremony (August 18, 2025)

was held on the concluding day of the campaign, August 18, 2025. The Principal of JLNGC
Haripur awarded certificates and tokens of appreciation to the winners and participants of
the debate and declamation competitions. This gesture served to motivate the student body to

remain proactive in advocating for a ragging-free campus environment.
